This update outlines
the Highland support arrangements for the 2017/ 2018 session for Emerging Literacy which have
now been finalised and are detailed below.

For schools that have Emerging Literacy on their School Improvement Plan in 2017/2018, please find
information below:

« 2017/2018 Emerging Literacy School Improvement Indepth Action Plan — this has been
created using the Council’s updated improvement planning format. It is primarily for schools
who plan to have Emerging Literacy for the first time in their SIP during 2017/2018, however, it
can also be used for schools who had Emerging Literacy on their SIP this year and are
continuing to have this as a primary focus in 2017/2018. This is a template which can be
edited as appropriate.

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Moving from P1to P2 — 2017/2018 — this has been created for schools who have had
Emerging Literacy on their SIP this year and have accessed the support through the Local
Networks. It details the next steps which are recommended as schools continue to take a
developmental approach, including accessing ongoing Local Network support (as detailed
below).

There are three elements of the support package for Emerging Literacy in the 2017/2018 session:

1. Whole Day Emerging Literacy Training — this training will take place in term 4 of 2016/2017,
term 1 of 2017/ 2018 and term 4 of 2017/2018. It is targeted to P1 Teachers, SMT, ASN
Teachers, Educational Psychologists and Allied Health Professionals (AHPS). This training
provides an introduction to the theory and rationale, the assessment tools and the support
materials available in taking a developmental approach.

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2. Emerging Literacy Networks — the Emerging Literacy networks have proven to be a
supportive mechanism for practitioners during the 2016/2017 session in supporting
practitioners to take a developmental approach through five twilight sessions during the
academic session. These will continue during the 2017/2018 session in ten locations across
the Local Authority. There will be separate support available for schools who are beginning
their Emerging Literacy journey (Year 1 schools) to those who are continuing their Emerging
Literacy journey (Year 2+ schools). For a whole-school approach to Emerging Literacy to be
effective, we have seen the greatest impact when P1 Class Teachers and a member of SMT
attend together. A whole-school approach will ensure that all children and young people who
can benefit from taking a developmental approach make appropriate progress. Local Networks
provide the opportunity for school practitioners to work with support services, Educational
Psychologists and Allied Health Professionals (AHPS) in a universal way. The following dates
are available to apply for through the CPD Calendar. When applying you will be signed up to
the five sessions within your local network. Venues to be confirmed.
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3. Early Years Emerging Literacy — this training has been primarily designed for Early Years
Practitioners to support taking a developmental approach to Emerging Literacy through
developmentally appropriate child initiated learning experiences. We have been delivering this
training towards the end of term 3 and will continue into term 4. There are still some spaces on
the remaining training for Term 4. Training dates for the 2017/2018 session will be added to
the CPD calendar at the beginning of next session to cover the localities involved in the
Emerging Literacy Local Networks.

In addition to this, as part of the Local Networks, we will be supporting practitioners in
embedding the Words Up Key Messages through practitioner reflection and enquiry. Further
information will follow next session.

We look forward to continuing to work with you to develop a whole-school culture to taking a

developmental approach to Emerging Literacy.
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
